VBS program at our church this summer along with 
Grosse Pointe Memorial Church, Christ Church 
Grosse Pointe and Grosse Pointe Congregational 
Church. The dates are August 2-6 from 9am to Noon 
each day. There are so many opportunities to 
volunteer and participate that you will definitely find 
a place in our community!  

Registration 
Registration is currently open to children age 4 
through entering 4th grade. There is a $25 per child 
(maximum $75 per family) fee. Checks should be 
made payable to St. James Lutheran Church and 
mailed to the church office. Please indicate “VBS 
registration” on the memo line.

Plan Now for Confirmation  
Class Next Year 
Youth who will be in grades 6, 7 and 8 next year are 
eligible to be part of our confirmation class. Next 
year the class will meet on Monday evenings from 
6:30 – 8:00 pm in the Youth Lounge.

The most recent 
check we received (for February 1 – April 30) was 
for $225.92 with 38 households participating.

If you are interested, begin by completing a volunteer 
registration form, available through the church office.

However, 
these pieces have found widespread favor as teaching 
pieces.
