Well, for better or worse, the lazy days of summer are over, school has begun, and the usual round
of fall activities has begun. One look at the church calendar is a clear reminder that the pace of
congregational life suddenly changes come September.

This coming Sunday we welcome everyone back as we celebrate Homecoming Sunday. Our
schedule changes to include a 9:00 a.m. Education Hour featuring classes for all ages. From 9:45 to
10:14 a.m. refreshments and fellowship take place in the Kurz Gathering Area.

I look forward to seeing you this coming Sunday. We will take time during the liturgy to remember
the events of September 11, 2001 on this tenth anniversary of a tragedy that changed our nation.

That means it’s time to fill up the schedules once again.
The church property will be bustling with activity. This
includes the Music Room! Rehearsals for Chancel Choir
and the Handbell Choir will begin Wednesday, September
7. The Handbell Choir will rehearse at 6:30 pm. Chancel
Choir rehearsals run from 7:30 — 8:30 pm.

Music is such an important part of Church life. It’s hard to
imagine Church without it. Whether it’s singing the
hymns and liturgy every Sunday, or leading God’ people
in song as a Worship Leader (cantor, Chancel Choir
member, Handbell Choir member or instrumentalist)
everyone is (or should be) involved in music in the
Church.

If you are interested in being more involved in the
ministry of music at St. James there are a number of ways
you can do that:

$250.00)

7. Donate a choir anthem (@ $40.00) or
Handbell piece (@ $50.00) in memory or
honor of someone.

Pick up a special blue “Request A Hymn” envelope
from either entry to the church, fill it out, and include
your donation to the Organ Fund to have your
favorite hymn used as a Sending Song during the
months of September, October and November.

Due to some unforeseen expenses to the organ
console renovation, the cost of phase one of the organ
project has risen by at least a few thousand dollars.
We will need to cover these expenses before we can
begin the second phase of the project — adding the
pipes that were given to us by the Synod to our
existing organ. That phase will run close to $30,000,
so your ongoing gifts to the Organ Fund are greatly
appreciated!
